Light from the Catacombs

I was born at the height of the Depression in 1932. My parents were active at Wilshire
Methodist Church. Mother said I gave Dr. Wiltsie Martin a big kiss at my infant baptism. My
parents belonged to the Young Couples class. Most folks who came to California left their
family in another state. We called them “aunt” and “uncle.” When we were on retreat at Dr.
Martin’s cabin in Idyllwild, a photo was taken of this toddler enjoying a discarded cigar. 1
loved to watch my mother getting ready for dances, costume parties and bridge games at
church. Often their activities included their children. It was funny watching my Dad in the
three-legged race or running with a potato on a spoon. What my mother referred to as “cheap
food,” we kids thought of as “yummy.” We celebrated Christmas in the big wood-paneled
hall. As we entered, the mystery began. The lights were low and the tall Christmas tree glowed
with colored lights and shiny decorations. We sat in little chairs in front of the tree and our
parents sat behind us. We were given bells to ring as we all sang carols together. We sang to
baby Jesus as he lay in the manger. We were a family of three, but at church, I felt like part of
a large family. At Sunday School, we learned important stories about Jesus, and to pray and
share our money. I like to look at the big pictures of Jesus with children all around him, when
he was a boy talking with the grownups, standing behind a closed door with a handle only on
the outside, and praying to God as a bright light shown upward.

A few years later we moved to Eagle Rock. After World War II began, we could no longer
drive to our church. Gas rationing let you have four gallons of gas a week for an “A” card.
Later we returned for a worship service. As we were leaving, a girl about my age invited me to
the evening youth group. I wished that I could have gone, but we lived too far away.

Now, whenever I witness a child being baptized, or new members joining our church and

we respond, I pray that they will feel cherished by God and his family as I do.

Learning Works! Charter School

As some of you know, on September 4,
2008, I started a charter school through my
existing nonprofit in Pasadena. The mission
of the Learning Works/ Charter School (LW)
is to provide a personalized, rigorous
academic program and relevant life skills to
underserved youth in grades 9-12 who have
withdrawn or are in danger of withdrawing
from mainstream education without
attaining a high school diploma. The students
we serve would inaccurately be called “at-risk”
students. They are actually “in crisis” students
who have already demonstrated a behavior
or condition that exceeds “at-risk” such as
becoming pregnant or entering the juvenile
delinquency system or dropping out of
school.

Our school has currently enrolled 203
students. Most of our students are in the 11*
or 12 grade (74%) with some even in grade
13 (12%) because they returned to school
after not graduating. Our students are
primarily Hispanic (68%) and African
American (27%). Almost all are on the free
lunch program (94%—poverty indicator)
with 22% on probation and 48% of the girls
are pregnant or have a baby.

We believe all youth in our community
need a high school diploma. It is a VERY
needy group of students with all kinds of
challenges to success. I am very proud of the
principles we are committed to and attempt
to apply to ourselves and our students every
day.

->Provide a fresh start and a safe haven.

->Forgive and love unconditionally.

->Understand the reality of the present,

but believe in future potential.

->Know that all persons desire to give

back and be heard.

->Believe and teach that honesty is the

best policy.

->Find joy and passion—Ilaughter helps

us survive the suffering.

->Practice irrational commitment—do

not give up on people.

It is an amazing spiritual journey with
these students. I am so grateful to my church
family for all the positive encouragement I
get from this congregation. I could not do
what I do without the Disciple Bible Study
groups I have been a part of, the constant
cheerleading and email pep talks from Wanda
Gae Stefansson, and the tearful intense talks
with Rev. Frank Trotter. I want to thank the
FUMC Women’s Group for a donation of
$420 and the Questers for a donation of
$718. This money goes directly to support
these students and I deeply thank you!
