General Conference Reflections by Dan Gara

What did 992 United Methodist delegates
from around the world plus 2000+ others do
for ten days at General Conference beginning
April 23rd for ten days? Well, we didn’t see
the sights in Fort Worth. Our days began with
meetings at 7:00 a.m. and ended at 11:00 p.m.
with no days off. General Conference meets
every four years and is the only body
that can speak for the United
Methodist Church. Comprised of half
clergy and half laity, our delegation
from California-Pacific had ten
members representing our 90,000
members. We had to study over 2,000
pages of legislation and reports, and
we were assigned to one of thirteen
subcommittees.

As always there were high points and low
points depending upon one’s viewpoint as we
struggled with issues such as human sexuality,
abortion, cloning, stem cell research, a $420
million budget recommendation, the nature
of the worldwide church and explosive growth
in Africa, the organization of local churches
and annual conferences, and petitions
affecting our ministers and Bishops. We
adopted the budget which represents a 1.2%
increase each year for the next 4 years. Action
on the Human Sexuality position in our Social

Principles disappointed many who joined a very
moving silent protest on the floor of General
Conference.

As always, worship was thrilling with over
3000 joining in song, prayer and inspiring
preaching. Special guests were inspiring as they
addressed us. President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf,

the President of Liberia and first woman
President in Africa, is an active United
Methodist. Bill Gates, Sr. the head of the
Gates Foundation, spoke and applauded
the “Nothing But Nets” campaign to
eradicate malaria in the world. This is a
very unique combination of the Church,
National Basketball Association and

Sports Illustrated. The Gates Foundation has
just contributed $5 million to help. In addition
to the $25 million already raised, General
Conference delegates and friends gave almost
$450,000 while in Fort Worth, and our ten
delegates gave $17,000.

Although it is not perfect, General
Conference is a unique, historic part of United
Methodism as we seek to be the church of Jesus
Christ in the world and make disciples to
transform the world. It was a privilege to have
served our Conference and First UMC of
Pasadena as a delegate from “the West.” It is
wonderful to be home.

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“One aspect of serving others is listening to the
call within to express your gifts – those talents you
have that make you feel infinite when you are
doing them.  When we express those gifts, the Holy
Spirit works through us in ways we may never
know directly touching the lives, hearts, and minds
of others.”

The quotation above speaks directly to each
and every one of us regarding using the gifts
and talents God has so generously provided. I
found the quotation compelling in two ways.
First, the fact that the Holy Spirit works
through you in ways you
may never know helps to
explain those “ah-ha!”
moments. We all know the
feeling of being unable to
solve a problem and
suddenly, it either comes to
us directly or after a good
night’s sleep, the answer becomes apparent. The
Holy Spirit just may be at work in those
instances.

Second, your acts of kindness and
generosity frequently touch people in ways you
never know.  People, seen and unseen, observe
us daily. Just like in the movie, “Playing It
Forward,” when you give freely of your time,
talents, gifts and presence, others are more
compelled to do so themselves. For every
action, there is a reaction.

Two weeks ago, we came together as a
congregation to discuss ways to bridge our
current fiscal challenge. Many people stood up

and expressed the conviction that this setback
would be temporary and we would, once again,
move forward. Since then, Dr. Trotter has sent
each church family a letter of appeal and many
of you have responded generously. If you have
not yet done so, your prayerful consideration is
needed and your action required.  From adversity
comes strength just as steel is tempered with heat.
We will be successful in weathering this minor
storm. The Lord always provides.

God has given us all unique gifts and
blessed us with various resources to accomplish
His ends while we are here on earth. Equal,

no: unique, yes! Rich or
poor, weak or strong, gifted
or challenged, God has
given each a measure of
greatness to do His will. All
are welcome and needed in
His house and the Holy
Spirit works through us all

to determine our rightful place and help us to
fulfill our responsibility and obligation.

Many years ago, I met a Franciscan priest
named Father Jim Fallon at a retreat. He said
something that resonates with me to this day.
The biggest problem with the world today, he
opined, is noise. The noise keeps us from
hearing what God is trying to tell us. We need
to be quiet in prayer or meditation and listen
to what God is saying to us. Our minds must
be silent so the voice of God can be heard over
the every day tumult we all experience.
