Stewardship Message by J.P. Harris
Stewardship Committee Co-Chair

On Sunday, June 22nd, Kevin Lussier
provided the congregation with a very
insightful offertory.  He reflected on what was
omitted in Ecclesiastes,
Chapter 3, specifically, a
time for giving, providing
an explanation that I
thought worth repeating
and sharing with those
unable to join us in church
that day.

“Today’s call to worship
comes from the well-known
verses of Ecclesiastes,
Chapter 3.  The scripture
writer notes and reminds us that for nearly
everything in our lives within God’s creation,
there is an appropriate time and season.  If
one reads the full passage from Ecclesiastes,
you will see that there is a glaring omission.
Nowhere in Ecclesiastes does it say there is a
time to give.  Why is this?  Is the Old
Testament writer telling us that, to God,
giving is optional?  That the questions of
whether, when, and how to give are to be left
to each of our own discretions, and as we see
fit, according to our mood?

“No, the scripture writer did not state
there is a time to give for the same reason he
did not write there is a time to breathe.  When
we read the Old Testament closely, we see that
it was well understood that giving to God was
woven into the societal fabric.  It did not need
to be said.  Man’s gifts to God, and to the
furtherance of God’s work, were known by
all to be pleasing to God, and were expected.

“We are living in an age where much of
organized Christianity and worship seems to
be focused on what God can do for us.  “How

may God please me” is the largely unspoken
goal of the quest, and “What must I do to
obtain my deserved reward from God?”  This

was the type of worship that
Thomas Merton often
criticized in his writings, and
I believe he has it right in the
excerpt printed in today’s
meditation:  “I believe that
the desire to please you does
in fact please you.”  And we
know we please God when we
act selflessly, with charity,
forgiveness and compassion
for others.”

I hope you agree with me, Kevin’s
message speaks volumes about our need to
give.  Yes, budgets need to be met and salaries
paid.  But the real reason we give is to please
God, who has given us all that we have.  Yes,
everything.

The challenge we face this year needs to
be understood in the larger context of God’s
love for each of us.  His love is touching you,
every day.  God gives to you, every day.
Giving back is our acknowledgement of
God’s love for us.  We currently are more than
half way toward realizing our short term
financial goal.  Over $53,000 has been
pledged to put us back on track with God’s
larger plan.  If you have not done so already,
listen to what God is calling you to do for
His sake and make an additional pledge over
and above your 2008 Stewardship Pledge.
God will provide if you have the faith to trust
in Him and demonstrate that trust in a very
real and tangible way.

four nights on hospice duty. He shared that he
often gets calls about people who have died
and have no family. George was listed as one
of those and he expected once again to be the
only presence with a person who had died
alone.   But, here were four people from the
church around his bed. We started telling Paul
about George and his care group and the many
people who had become his family. We shared
about the email group and the trips to medical
appointments, etc. Finally Paul looked at us
with tears in his eyes and shared that this was
one of the most inspiring things he had
experienced as a chaplain, this was truly the
church at its best.

So what was it about George, and what was
it about this experience I have shared in part
that seems so profound?  I think it had
something to do with his complete openness
and interest, almost child-like. George, we
gathered, had seen and done it all, and he was
tired and worn. But, for some reason he never
gave up on the church. For some darn reason
he was not angry. He had every reason to be

angry and hurt and to have the ‘poor me’ victim
mentality. Instead, he simply appreciated
everything and asked for little. It’s almost as if we
came to recognize that gift that we all wish to be
more of, and we were drawn to be with him.

What matters is that George helped us to
practice being the church and giving some
hope, joy, and meaning to the life of one who
would otherwise have none. We hope this
happens in many ways. I suggest that the gift
we can continue to give George is by doing
the same with each and every person we can.

I know there are Georges out there, even
in our midst, who deserve but do not receive
this kind of attention. We often may miss
them. But, I believe that George came to us
for a reason, and that we have much to take
from this experience. Perhaps part of that is to
be more aware of those who are lost, and to
never underestimate the power of the church
together, and the simple gift of unexpected
friendship.

We will celebrate George’s life in a
memorial service in the Sanctuary on July 26,
2008, at 2:00 p.m.

Freeman Daily Bovard was born in
Indiana in 1851, to a most amazing
Methodist family. He had ten brothers and
one sister. Six of the boys became outstanding
Methodist Ministers, also.

Bovard graduated from DePauw
University in Greencastle, Indiana, married
and came to California in 1875. That same
year, he organized our church into a
Methodist congregation.

In 1880, The University of Southern
California was founded by the Methodist
Church, and his brother, Marion M. Bovard
was its first president. Freeman  Bovard was
hired as an instructor of Mathematics,
eventually serving as Vice President of the
university . Another brother, George F.

Bovard, served as USC’s president from 1903-
1921.

In 1885, Rev. Bovard served the most
difficult regions in northern California, and
became District Superintendent of San
Francisco for six years. Following his tenure
as a District Superintendent, he returned to
the pastorate, “But there had been growing
in his soul a conviction that the greatest
handicap to the work of the Kingdom in
California, was the burden of taxation that
was leveled against the churches.” California
was the only state in the country that did this.
When he mentioned a constitutional
amendment for church tax exemption, those
who thought they knew the temperament of
the citizenship said, “Impossible.” He asked
for and was given an appointment to work
on this problem and his unyielding efforts
were crowned with victory. This tax relief
allowed many churches to be  started.

In the 1900s, San Francisco’s Chinatown
was hit with an outbreak of bubonic plague,
and entire sections of Chinatown were
quarantined. Under Bovard’s supervision, the
Chinese Mission responded to the crisis. He
braved the discomfort and perils of
inoculation to advocate access for our people
to minister to the needs of the sick.

In 1900, Bovard became editor of the
California Christian Advocate, the national
publication of the Methodist Church.

In 1913, he became Corresponding
Secretary to the Board of Home Missions and
Church Extension.

His brothers were also brilliant, dynamic
and faithful. What if their parents, Sarah and
James had never met!
