After reading Debbie Gara’s article about
George Griffith, I recalled a childhood
memory.

Most churches have strong attendance on
Easter and low the following Sunday. This was
not true at Wilshire Methodist Church where
my family belonged. Here, with great
anticipation, we experienced an annual event.

William Farnum, star of
stage and silent movies, and
now with lesser parts,
rendered us spellbound. With
his rich and powerful voice,
he told us the story of a

woman expecting Jesus to come to her home
this day.

I knew from observing my home and the
stories from Sunday School that this would be
an exhausting day of preparations. Beyond
cleaning and putting away, there would be food
to prepare.
