(FIC/VAN), a story during the time of Wycliff
and his forbidden Bible translation,
and how a widowed Lady Kathryn
managed to survive in the midst of
religious-political intrigue and
upheaval.

These books are stories from
the last two centuries poignantly
relating a clash of race and culture.
Bo Caldwell’s The Distant Land of
My Father (FIC/CAL) tells of her
relationship to her father and his ordeal in
Japanese-occupied Shanghai, and later when it
is part of Red China after World War II. Aimee
E. Liu tells the story of Hope and Paul's defiance
of bigotry in Cloud Mountain (FIC/LIU).
Nelson Mandela’s Long Walk to Freedom (92/
MAN) will tell you more than what we
popularly know from current news media. 7he
Unwanted : A Memoir of Childhood (973.04/
NGU) by Kien Nguyen is heart wrenching to
read but uplifting when he is finally able to rise
above past abuse and find a new life.
