Messiaen is unique among French
20th century composers - tight dissonances
and a wide palate of colors are his
trademarks, and music is frequently very
dramatic.

The program will also include a Pre/ude
and Fugue in D by ]. S. Bach, perhaps the
most important organ composer in history,
and excerpts from a book of Skezches by
Robert Schumann, the dean of German
romanticism.
